GEORGIA GOAL SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM
INSTRUCTION PAGE
The Georgia Education Expense Credit provides individuals and corporate taxpayers with the opportunity to contribute to qualified student scholarship organizations (SSO’s) and receive a DOLLAR-FOR-DOLLAR TAX CREDIT against their Georgia income tax liabilities.  The amounts contributed are used by SSO’s to provide scholarships to students who may desire to attend schools like Killian Hill Christian School. 

Individuals who file as a single individual or head of household will receive a contribution credit in amount equal to the actual amount paid or $1,000.00 per tax year, whichever is less.  Married couples filling a joint return, S-Corps and LLC’s will receive a contribution credit in an amount equal to the actual amount paid or $2,500.00 per tax year, whichever is less.

“C” Corporations who contribute to qualified SSO’s are eligible for a credit against their Georgia income tax liability in an amount not to exceed the actual amount paid or 75% of the corporation’s income tax liability, whichever is less.

Three Simple Steps to Get Tax Credit for Helping Kids!
1. PREQUALIFY: A Prequalifying form (IT-QEE-TP1) must be filled out and signed.  These forms are sent to the Department of Revenue (DOR) for approval.  Electronic versions are available at:  www.khcs.org
2. RETURN your PREQUALIFYING FORM with YOUR CONTRIBUTION to KHCS:
